The Executive Director is responsible for administering the
Association's policies and programs. He selects the staff and together they work to
provide New Mexico counties with the best possible service. They also work with
their members to provide important Legislative information.

Mr. Gutierrez thanked Ms. Sedillo for inviting him for the past couple of years to
address the RPO Members. He informed the members that this year would be a
very difficult year with all the financial short falls with the State’s Budget. He
stated that they tried to focus on a few important priorities, and they are also listed

= Study length of stay for arrestees held on felony charges in county detention
facilities.

= Increase monthly PERA benefit for qualifying volunteer firefighters.

= Expand the term limit for county elected officials from two to three four-year
terms.

Mrs. Regina Romero is the Intergovernmental Relations Director for the New
Mexico Municipal League and brings deepest regrets from Executive Director, Bill
Fulginiti, who had a conflicting commitment.

The New Mexico Municipal League is a nonprofit, nonpartisan association
representing and serving New Mexico’s cities, towns and villages. Its 103 member
cities comprise 100 % of the State’s municipal population and approximately 68 % of
its total population. Its largest member has 10,000 times the population of its
smallest, yet each member city casts one delegate vote in setting policy and electing
officers at the Annual Conference.

The League Board of Directors consists of 26 municipal officials elected by the
membership and 10 ex officio subsection presidents. Day-to-day activities and the
policies established by the Board and policy committees are carried out by a full-
time executive director and a 25-member staff.

Mrs. Romero also stated that it would be a very trying year for the State of New
Mexico with all the financial issues at hand. The following is a list of Resolutions
passed at their Annual Business Meeting. They are also posted on their web-site.
However, they felt that it was in everyone’s best interest to preserve the funding
sources currently allocated for local governments. The City governments rely
mainly on their gross receipt taxes and want to make sure that nothing jeopardizes
these funding sources.

Maps have to be
certified and shared his concerns, since they want the other Councils of Government
to do the same type of work.

Ms. Sedillo stated that the 911 data and other data is available to anyone.
NCNMEDD is not certifying the data. We can only certify the equipment and work
that we do, as would any other consulting firm. The data is available to anyone who
has the capabilities and skills. Ms. Sandra Maes also stated that the contract would
take care of any ownership issues with the data.
